It has been lovely to welcome you and your children to school this week. The children look very 
smart in their new uniforms and the staff have loved working with them.  
 
Thank you all for your co-operation and support in ensuring safety outside the gates and for your 
patience as we all get used to which gate is for which group and what time you need to be there! 
Things are beginning to settle down now so thank you for helping us out with that. 
 
Below are a few extra things we would like you to action. 

 We asked for packed lunches to be brought in a plastic bag. From Monday packed lunches 
can be sent in a plastic/paper bag or in a hard plastic lunch box. The reason for this is so that 
we can clean the boxes before sending them home. We cannot do that with fabric bags so 
please do not send children to school with anything different. A number of children seem to 
be walking through the gate with back packs and as they are not supposed to be bringing 
anything in to school other than lunch and a bottle of water this seems unnecessary.  

 Children should bring a bottle of water to school – not juice please 

 Please send your child’s PE kit into school on Monday in a carrier bag. Kits will stay in school 
so that they are available for lessons during the week. St Paul’s PE kit consists of a plain 
white t shirt, plain black shorts and black pumps 

 
Although we cannot have parents on site at the moment please do contact school if you have any 
questions, worries or queries. Next week we will be sending home data collection sheets, medical 
forms and general consent forms to ensure we have up to date information about your child in the 
event of an emergency. Please ensure you complete the forms and return them asap. 
 
Lastly, at the end of this letter is a form for Year 6 parents to complete if they wish to give consent 
for their child to walk home on their own. NB: this is only for Year 6.
